MOBILE CRANE OPERATOR
Level One Examination Information

The Mobile Crane Operator trade level examinations are developed by the Apprenticeship
and Trade Certification Commission in co-operation with a committee of worker and
employer representatives selected from industry. The pass mark is 70%. Apprentices may
challenge this exam only once. Examination content is based on the expectations and
standards for Saskatchewan apprentices as follows:

Safety 23% 23
Rigging 25% 25
Load weight calculations 9% 9
Load charts 15% 15
Mobile crane operations 28% 28
Total 100% 100

*NOTE - to pass this examination you require an overall mark of at least 70%, along
with a mark of at least 70% in the Load Charts section.
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Study all areas of the trade in preparing for the examination.
